· Minutes from June meeting reviewed and accepted
· Treasurer report reviewed and accepted
· Irvington Halloween Festival Budget.  Budget was distributed last month and again at beginning of meeting.  Budget was reviewed and there was some discussion.  Kyla suggested that we take a look at Scholarship Pageant awards and try to renegotiate for 2012 budget as they are too high.  Motion was made to accept the 2011 IHF budget by Sally and seconded by Stephanie.  Motion carried.  
· Kent Hankins introduced Danny Ernstes from the Irvington Innovation Zone.  Danny discussed the history, closing, and re-opening of the Navistar plant.  He talked about the IIZ and the long-term plan (15 years or more).  The Master Plan has been completed and several meetings have been help with representatives from Lugar's office, Ben Hunter, John Barnes, Pat Miller, and others.  IIZ started out as the Brookville Road Revitilization Project, but the name was changed and the borders extended to include all of greater Irvington.  CSO architect Jim Shelinger donated the drawings and plans.  The Mayor has seen the plan and will support this initiative.  More meetings to be held and anyone that wants more information is invited to check out their website (coming soon) and their Facebook page.  Sally has agree to be on the Steering Committee and Bill Aughe was originally listed as a Stakeholder for the initial plans.
· IDO report on Streetscape.  Only one bid was received for Phase I and it was 700K over budget.  IDO is looking to send out for re-bid.  Because of this delay, there will be no interferrence with the IHF.
· Kasey with Mosaic church spoke briefly about having 120-150 man hours of volunteers and is looking for a community service project.  Suggestions were made including:  clean up of Pennsey Trail, offering to do yard work or light maintenance for seniors.  Seth will follow up with Kasey.
· Zoning was discussed.  We are still not getting up-to-date zoning information.  Sally will check on getting this info sent directly to info@irvingtoncouncil.com.  Bill will also check with Emily Mack and/or Jason Larrison to see if they can assist with getting us added to the list.
· Meet the Candidates night report.  Tentative date was established for October 5th from 6-9pm.  Have not heard back from Mayoral candidates at this time.
