· Meeting called to order at 7pm by Kyla Thompson
· Minutes from June meeting reviewed and accepted
· Treasurer report reviewed and accepted
· Beth White – Clerk of Marion County presentation.  Beth discussed the advantages of the voter information portal that shows the actual ballot and poll locations – it will be updated as we get closer to the election date.  She also explained the redistricting – some of which affects Irvington.  
· IDO report by Margaret Banning.  Streetscape bids are out and are due back by August 8th.  The IDO board will meetin in late August to review bids and make decisions regarding Phase I. Tentative ground breaking for Phase I is mid-September.  All bidders know that everything must be scaled back and cleaned up so as not to affect the Halloween Festival.  Margaret also mentioned the IDO Pub Crawl scheduled for July 30th.  Cost is $25 and includes IDO membership. IDO also took “site control” of the former Indy East Motel.  They are working with a developer to come up with plans for apartments.  Community input will be requested over the next several months.  The plan is to demolish the site and build residential apartments.  Email IDO if interested in being invited to community input meetings.
· Steve Fox and Abbie Ogden discussed the “Adopt a Hotel Worker” initiative.  They will be attending the City County Council meeting on August 15th to try to persuade them to give better benefits and pay to hotel workers – many of whom make minimum wage with no benefits.
· Irvington Halloween Festival report by Seth Brooke, Kyla Thompson, and Bill Aughe.  Sponsorships are going well and all events are on track.  Budget for 2011 was reviewed.  Decision was made to allow Board the opportunity to review over the next month and re-discuss and possibly vote at August HICC meeting.
· Discussed Zoning issues with Ben Hunter.  He is going to see about adding info@irvingtoncouncil.com to the email blasts for upcoming zoning issues.
· HICC Parks Committee – discussion was made to re-establish a Parks committee within the council to be led by Mike Spilbeler.  Mike and Ben will get together to establish dialogue with Indy Parks and determine the best way to proceed.
· Old and New Business and mentions from the floor
· Meet the Candidates night was discussed.  Irvington Historical Society volunteered Bona Thompson as a location.  Sally and Steve to work on the project and report next month.
· IDO asked for a letter in support of demolition of Indy East Motel. Discussed by Board and approved.
· Emergency funds up to $500 can be approved by 2 Board members without full vote.  Funds to be distributed as needed and discussed at the next meeting
· Name tags and placards for HICC board members were discussed.  We will order name tags for each and get placards to be used at Board meetings.  Maximum budget of $100 was discussed and accepted by the Board.
· Steve Nicewanger volunteered to look into options for Irvington to get involved with the upcoming Super Bowl festivities.  He will look into this and report back at an upcoming meeting.  Sally and Jeff also volunteered to assist in this project.
