· Meeting called to order at 7pm by VP Seth Brooke
· Jason Cook with Rebuild Indy gave a report on the ReBuild infrastructure improvements happening around the city and in Irvington.  They have identified $1.5 billion of infrastructure “known needs” and are working on fixing these and identifying more.  ReBuild Indy is at least a 5 year ongoing program and has gained $50 million in Federal dollars.  Specific infrastructure improvements and repaving that will be happening in Irvington include:
· Julian between Butler and Hawthorne – spring 2012
· Washington St between Bolton and Shadeland – October 2011
· Burgess between Ritter and University Spring 2012
· Arlington between Washington and 10th – Spring 2012
· New York between Audubon and Bolton – Spring 2012
· Washington between Emerson and Bolton – TBA
· IDO report by Margaret Banning.  
· Streetscape – bids went out in August but only 1 bid was returned and it was for 2x the budgeted dollars.  IDO will be scaling back this plan and sending out for re-bid sometime this year.  If an appropriate bid comes back, the next phase of Streetscape could begin as early as March 2012.
· 5855 E Washington St Project (Fomer Indy East Motel) – Demolition has been conditionally approved and will commence if and when IDO meets financial plans and when a COA design has been approved.  The plan calls for mixed income apartments in two units.  “Working” plan calls for approximately 50 units, green space, parking underneath, and 3000 sq feet of “flex” space (green space or community space).  50 units to consist of studios, 1BR, and 2BR.  Buildings will be 4 stories in back and 2 stories in front.  There has been 1 focus group meeting and two more are scheduled for October 19th and the second TBA.  The plan is still very tentative and IDO is looking for community input.  The application for tax credits is due November 1 and will find out if approved by February or March.  Demolition and construction would then be tentatively planned for September 2012.  
· Neighborhood Awards report by Stan Denski.  HICC will be presented two awards at the Halloween Festival Art Auction on Monday October 24th.  Certificates were drawn by Laura Hildreth.  Stan asked for a budget of not-more-than $500 to commission the awards and the “master” copy to use for future awards and framing.  Motion was seconded and approved.
· Meet the Candidates night report by Sally Johnson.  Event was not as well attended as hoped, but overall was a success.  Candidate attendees included Zach Adamson, John Barth, Mary Moriarty-Adams, Ben Hunter, and Todd Woodmansee.  Special acknowledge goes out to Bona Thompson and the Irvington Historical Society for hosting, Jockamos for donating pizza, and George Thomas Florist for donated table arrangements.
· Irvington Halloween Festival report by Seth Brooke.  All is going very well and everything is on schedule.  Seth mentioned many of the upcoming events for the week and mentioned to check the website for a full list of events for the week.  
· Old and New Business and mentions from the floor
· Irvington Branch Library will celebrate its 10 year anniversary on Saturday Nov 5th.  Lots of activities are planned for the day.
· The Indianapolis Marion County Library received an approved budget by the CCC for 2012 and the Irvington Branch may see hours extended to include being open on Friday nights again.

· Indy Parks meeting to discuss Ellenberger Park will be on October 25th at 630pm
